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Czar
The past 10 of March of the 2009 I went to the exhibition of the Museo de Antropología e Historia, that call: Czars; the word czar derives from the name of old Julio Cesar Roman emperor characterized by its splendor and its tenacity. 

The exhibition shows a collection to us of pieces of The Ermitage, collection of originating pieces of the Museo de San Petersburgo, in Russia; it shows to a collection of the different devices or objects to us that were sent to do or acquired by the Russian czars throughout the centuries that they governed.

The National Institute of Anthropology and History, within the framework of the Cycle of International exhibitions Great Civilizations, presents/displays a sample that consist of more than 500 objects, between which are furniture, textiles, painting, jewelry shop and pieces objects of imperial daily life in the Russian cut, that date from centuries XVII and until principles of the XX. 

The different exposed objects belonged to the great czars of Russia, between whom they honor Pedro el Grande, Catalina I, Catalina II, Isabel I, and Nicholas II, to mention some whatever. 

The exhibition is mounted in an annexed room to the museum of the right side; it is a great exhibition that has special characteristics to be able to maintain in a correct state the exposed pieces; in addition, the room is divided by the periods of government of the different czars; by each government is a collection of personal objects, important or symbolic pictures, or other instruments for this government.

The exhibition is to you leading throughout the history of the Russian czars, including a cultural context - the orthodox church was the base of the religion; they consider the arts (painting, sculpture, engraving); and the learning of the new sciences important-, a social context - different social classes mainly the nobility: genealogical tree and of heirs-, and a clear political context - political situation of Russia with the different czars. 

Thus, the exhibition is brief, but, complete route by the history of a distant country and not so well-known, that it has great influence in world-wide history and a rich tradition and customs with his governors: the czars.
