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Franz Mayer Museum

The Franz Mayer museum is in Mexico’s city downtown. This museum presents two different shows. One is the Collection of Franz Mayer and it is a permanent exhibition and the other is Barbie. 50 years of history, fashion and design and this show is temporal. 
The first exhibition is an extensive collection of antique furniture, religious pieces, ceramics, and sculpture, pieces made of silver, textiles and paintings. 

All the pieces shown are from different parts of the world, like America, Europe and Asia. Also in this exhibition there was a part of paintings of many stiles like Mexican, Italian, Spanish, Dutch paint and Flemish.  

This exhibition also shows us how fashion changes and the development of this.
All the pieces shown are too elaborated, with too many ornaments especially furniture.

The museum has too many parts; first it shows you different furniture, sculptures and textiles from many parts, then you go on and find a painting part where it shows you paintings from different stiles, like I mentioned before. The most relevant or the best paintings for me were a landscape of Jose Maria Velasco of the Mexico’s valley and an Ignacio Zuloaga Zabaleta oil painting called “Francisco y su mujer”, also a little drawing of Diego Rivera.
The piece that didn’t like me was one sculpture called San Diego de Alcalá of glaze ceramics, made in the XVIII century. 

The arrangement of the museum it’s great because it is like funny, for me it wasn’t boring because it has too many spins, and the museum architecture also is great because it is like an antique house but well remained, we found in some places of the inside like very antique remains of  a mural in the walls.
The second exhibition we visit was Barbie. 50 years of history, fashion and, in this exhibition we know the history of Barbie, who is an extremely important doll for most of the girls in too many parts of the world. Barbie represents a beautiful, independent and self confidence girl that all the girls want to be like her.

This exhibition shows the changes of Barbie since 1959 that was in sale the fist Barbie to our days. Also it shows an expo of Barbie in traditional dress of all the countries in the world. Another part was Barbie dressed like princess, and it shows you Barbie as Romeo & Juliet, Queen Elizabeth, Queen Sofia, Barbie in a story of “1001 nights”, etc..
Also there was a part of fashion dresses that was incredible, I like it a lot.

And the last part was the wedding dresses of Barbie.

This exhibition shows you a little bit of the industry of Barbie, and the things that Barbie represents for all the girls.
